HEB Feast of Sharing 
Job Descriptions 

 
Greeter (14 persons needed on each shift) 

 Welcome and direct guests to their tables.  Work with Table Captains to fill seats. 
 
Drinks (48 persons needed on each shift) 

 Work with head volunteers to assure that all guests in your color section have soft 
drinks or water.  There is also a self-serve coffee station for guests. 

 
Plate Prep (28 persons needed on each shift) 

 Will be assigned a specific food item on the serving line to place on each plate. 
 
 Food Servers (80 persons needed on each shift) 

 Work with a partner to pick up and carry tray of plates from serving line to your 
section; deliver plates of food to guests in your color section.  Do not sit the food 
on the table until a guest is seated. 

 
Table Bussing (32 persons needed on each shift) 

 Remove and replace placemats and utensils in your section as guests have 
finished eating. 

 
Pie Server (40 persons needed on each shift) 

 Work with a partner to deliver pie to guests in your color section.  Ask if the guest 
wants pie before you sit it down. 

 
Trash / Spill Worker (12 persons needed on each shift) 

 Work to keep trash barrels empty and spills cleaned up.
